Vendors tried to stop drive; locals

The BMC on Tuesday started
the eviction drive, which was
much-awaited by the locals,
clearing the illegal hawkers at
the Colaba Causeway - the
famous shopping street in
south Mumbai.

“By evening, action was
taken against more than 60
hawkers, who were violating
rules. The action continued
till late night,” said assistant
municipal commissioner (A
ward) Jaideep More.

He, however, clarified that
no action has been taken
against the 253 vendors, who
have approached the
Supreme Court, seeking pro-
tection. The residents had
visited the Colaba police sta-
tion on Monday demanding
eviction. Despite the presence
of police personnel, the
hawkers were seen arguing
with the BMC officials, while
waving survey papers and try-
ing to obstruct the drive.

As per the BMC survey, just
83 hawkers have license, con-
testing the Colaba Causeway
Tourism Hawkers Stall Union
count of 253. The union has
taken legal recourse, seeking
time to vacate the 170
hawkers, who according to
the BMC, are unlicensed.

The Directorate of Revenue
Intelligence (DRI), Mumbai
zonal unit, has seized 160
metric tonne of illegally
imported Chinese toys,
counterfeit cosmetics, and
unbranded shoes, valued at
over Rs6.5 crore.

Acting on specific intelli-
gence, the DRI identified 10
containers at Mundra Port,
Hazira Port, Kandla SEZ, and
ICD Piyala (Faridabad). The
goods were falsely declared
as mini decorative plants,
keychains, kids’” pencil boxes,
and showpieces to evade
detection. On examination,
the containers were found to
be filled with large quantities
of smuggled goods.

The toys, imported without
the mandatory Bureau of
Indian standards (BIS) certifi-
cation, violated the Foreign

Trade Policy and Toys
(Quality Control) Order, 2020.
Such goods must be

destroyed or returned to the
country of origin at the
importer’s cost.

The counterfeit cosmetics
were imported in violation of
the Intellectual Property
Rights (Imported Goods)
Enforcement Rules, 2007, and
without the required license
from the Central Drugs
Standard Control
Organisation (CDSCO). The
shoes were also non-com-
pliant with the Footwear
Made from Leather and
Other Materials (Quality
Control) Order, 2024. The DRI
has intensified action against
cheap Chinese toys, which
pose health risks to children.

In April, the Bombay High
court ordered the civic body
to evict the illegal hawkers.
However, the members of
Clean  Heritage Colaba
Residents Association, who
had also approached the
court against the “encroach-
ing” vendors, claimed that
before Tuesday, no action was
taken despite the court order.

“The hawkers are seeking
protection from eviction by
showing the old Supreme
Court order. All authorities
are fooling us. The space
allowed to put stalls is Im x
Im, however, they encroach
on the entire footpath and use
the pillars to hang clothes,”
said Rajiv D, a resident.

Although the locals hailed
the action, they expressed
concerns that the hawkers
will return in no time.

menace near
Crawford Mkt’

In a blatant violation of its
own rules, the BMC has
allowed hawkers near the
Crawford Market to put up
stalls on the road in south
Mumbeai, alleged civic activist
Kamlakar Shenoy. He has
filed a complaint against sen-
ior civic officials at the MRA
Marg police station, seeking
to book them for encroach-
ment.

“The  renovation  of
Crawford Market has been
ongoing for the last five
years. Since then the BMC
has allowed the hawkers to
do business on DN Road.
However, huge sheds are
being installed below the
bridge at MRA Marg’
Shenoy said.

“It is said that a fish market
is likely to be shifted here or
some other hawkers will do
business. It is nothing but
road encroachment,” Shenoy
said. When queried, assistant
municipal commissioner (A
Ward) Jaideep More said,
“The matter is under the mar-
kets department.”

MRA Marg police senior
inspector Santosh Dhanvate
said that they will follow-up
with the BMC. “The sheds are
related to the (renovation)
work. If it is claimed that
hawking stalls will be put
there, then BMC is the auth-
ority to decide. We will con-
vey Shenoy's complaint to the
BMC.” Regarding the stalls on
DN Road, he clarified that if
the BMC has allowed the
hawkers, the police cannot
take action.

There are as many as 200 to
300 hawkers, occupying the
road and causing severe traf-
fic jams, Shenoy said. “The
authorities are allowing
hawkers to set a precedent
that roads can be used for
business at the cost of public
inconvenience,” he said. “If
the police do not take action
in 14 days, I will approach the
magistrate court against the
BMC and police,” Shenoy
vowed.
