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HC grants hail
for daughters’
entrance tests

The Bombay High Court
granted interim bail to a man
booked in an assault case,
observing that his twin
daughters are at a ‘“crucial
juncture” of their academic
careers and need his gui-
dance while preparing for
competitive entrance exams.
Justice Sandesh Patil, hear-
ing the matter in the vacation
court on May 14, noted the
girls had secured outstand-
ing marks in JEE (Mains)
2026 and said their future
should not be affected due to
their father’s custody.

The applicant has been in
custody since March 23 after
an FIR was registered at the
Borivali police station for
voluntarily causing hurt and
endangering life. The com-
plaint was filed by the wife of
a businessman who was
allegedly assaulted in a road
rage incident following a
honking dispute, leading to
serious injuries.

The defence argued that
this was a crucial academic
phase requiring financial
and emotional support from
their father. The victim’s wife
opposed bail, stating the
offence was grave and the
injured businessman had lost
eyesight and remained hospi-
talised in a precarious condi-
tion. The prosecution also
opposed the plea.

The court turned down his
plea to grant interim bail for
one month, but granted him
interim bail from May 16 to
May 26 on furnishing a bond of
320,000. He has been directed
to surrender on May 27 and
not seek any extension. The
court has also imposed several
conditions including daily
attendance at Malad police
station, where he resides. He
has also been restrained
from entering the jurisdic-
tion of Borivali police station.

Outdoor workers bear heat
brunt as temperatures soar

On Thursday afternoon,
Vishranti More, a 22-year-old
cook working at several
homes in Vikhroli’s
Kannamwar Nagar, walked
into the new makeshift clinic
set up to treat heat stress. She
said travelling and working in
the summer heat has strained
her health.

“I lost my appetite. I con-
sulted a doctor a few days ago
but I continued to feel unwell.
A friend recommended this
clinic,” said More, who was
diagnosed with heat exhaus-
tion and given an intravenous
drip. Ranjana Sarode, a 50-
year-old from Tagore Nagar,

construction workers, and
autorickshaw drivers are
among the most vulnerable,
yet the city lacks emergency
centres for them.

The Vikhroli clinic, set up
by the Kamgar Sanrakshan
Samman Samiti (a trade
union), Sarvodaya Friendship
Trust, and Helping Hands
Charitable Trust, has treated
over a thousand workers
since its inauguration on
International Workers Day
on May L

Fahrenheit, much above the
tolerable threshold of 98
degrees. “While there are
government advisories that
ask employers to avoid out-
door activity between 11:00
am and 4:00 pm, deadlines
and work targets mean that
the guidelines are not fol-
lowed,” said Jain.

In places like Mumbai, high
relative humidity (RH) in
summer worsens physiologi-
cal strain. A study by the
Department of
Environmental Health
Engineering, Sri
Ramachandra Institute of
Higher  Education and
Research, Chennai, said that
while high temperature’s
effects on health are well-
documented, RH’s effect on
the body is less explored. The
study said the Physiological

Strain Index (PSI) among

outdoor workers increased

as RH went up.

The study concluded that
elevated PSI under high
humidity highlights the need
for  tailored  protective
measures, such as hydration
strategies and adjusted work-
rest cycles, to mitigate physio-
logical strain in hot environ-
ments.

Jain said most outdoor
workers receive no such
relief. “We get gig workers
who get no break between
deliveries and spend their
waiting time outside ‘dark
stores’ because the facilities
have no place where workers
can take a short break,” said
Jain.

Akhilesh Rao, general sec-
retary of the Kamgar
Sanrakshan Samman Samiti,
said the union previously
organised heat relief camps
where daily wage workers
gather to meet employment
contractors.

“When we distributed
hydration kits, workers told
us that they do not have
places where they can take
short breaks from the heat.

We speak to these com-
panies. Meanwhile, we hope
to set up more clinics like this.
The city is undergoing mass-
ive construction and workers
are at risk of heat stress,” said
Rao.

Following complaints from
residents over the past four
months regarding delay in
appointment of a board of
administrators, the deputy
registrar of co-operative
societies, R-South division,
Mumbai, has stepped in and
taken over the administration
of Shri Laxmi Co-operative
Housing Society Ltd, located
at MG Cross Road 4,
Patel Nagar,
Kandivali (West).
The deputy reg-
istrar  appointed
Dinesh Popat,
Hemanth Gunderia,
and Nirav B. Shah as
authorised officers. The
panel has been tasked with
taking charge of the society’s
records, managing daily
affairs, and ensuring smooth
administration until fresh
elections are conducted for a
new managing committee.
Acting under Section 77(A)
of the Maharashtra Co-oper-
ative Societies Act, 1960, the
authority has dissolved the
existing managing committee
and appointed a three-
member authorised officers’
panel to handle the society’s
day-to-day operations. The
decision was taken after offi-

cials found irregularities in
the constitution of the com-
mittee and concluded that
administrative functioning
had become unworkable.

According to the order, the
society originally had 12 com-
mittee members, of whom
only seven were elected.
Later, resignations by two
members  reduced the
strength to five, creating
vacancies and leaving the
committee  without the
required quorum. The
deputy registrar
observed that due
to this shortage of
members and lack
of quorum.

The order also
notes that society
member Dinesh Popat and
other residents had
approached the registrar
seeking intervention and
requesting appointment of an
authorised panel to take over
administration and restore
normal functioning.

Newly designated member
Hemanth Gunderia told FPJ,
“We won. We successfully
defeated a disgraceful, auto-
cratic and anarchist previous
committee. Our deepest grati-
tude to the authorities and the
FPJ for supporting us and
helping in the cause of truth,
justice and fairness.”

Tinkering labs in 15
Navi Mumbai schools

Navi Mumbai Municipal
Corporation (NMMC) will
establish ‘tinkering labora-
tories’ in 15 municipal schools
under the Centre’s Atal
Innovation Mission to encour-
age scientific thinking, inno-
vation, and hands-on learning
among students.

The proposal was approved
during a standing committee
meeting and will be imple-
mented at an estimated cost of
Rs1.47 crore.

The laboratories will pro-
vide practical exposure to
science, technology, engineer-
ing, arts, and mathematics
(STEAM) through modern

tools, experiments, and inno-
vation-based activities. The
civic body also plans to
appoint trained personnel to
help students conduct experi-
ments and develop innovative
ideas.

During the discussion,
former corporator Sudhakar
Sonawane stressed that the
project’s  success  would
depend on proper implemen-
tation and trained guidance
rather than just infrastruc-
ture. “Establishing tinkering
labs is definitely a positive
step, but their effective use is
equally important. Providing
only equipment will not help
unless trained personnel are
appointed to guide students
properly,” Sonawane said.
